In the New Testament, in the
book of Revelation, Michael
leads God's armies to final
victory over the forces of evil
and in the Old Testament he is
in the book of Daniel, defending
Israel against its enemies.

Gabriel is best
known for his
appearing to a
young  Jewish
girl named Mary
to tell her that
she will give

birth to Jesus.

Raphael is in the Old Testament
story of Tobit where he guides
Tobit's son Tobiah.
